
The Kennebunkport Conserva-

tion Trust is pleased to an-

nounce the purchase of two 

important properties this fall.  

The first acquisition was 24 

acres located at the entrance of 

our town forest holdings (a.k.a. 

the Edwin L. Smith Pre-

serve).  This 24 acre piece was 

purchased for $100,000 and 

protects and improves the en-

trance to the trails and the pre-

serve.  It was many years in ne-

gotiations, and itõs the finan-

cial support of Trust mem-

bers that allows such transac-

tions to happen.  A big thanks 

goes out to our members!    

Following that transaction, was 

the bargain sale purchase of the 

Luverne Preble Tinkham prop-

erty located 

on the Mills 

Road be-

tween Cape 

Porpoise and 

G o o s e 

R o c k s 

Beach.  This 

13 acre par-

cel is directly 

across from 

the property 

b o r d e r i n g 

the Rachel 

C a r s o n 

W i l d l i f e 

Refuge on 

Tyler Brook bought earlier in 

the year.  Together they protect 

a beautiful watershed.   

In addition, this 13+ acre prop-

erty provides lovely frontage on 

the Batson River.  Our thanks go 

out to Don & Luverne Tinkham 

for helping to make this transac-

tion happen.  

Two New Properties Enhance Existing KCT Holdings  

Smile!  Youõre On Candid Camera 
This fall, the Trust installed its 

first trail camera in the Edwin L. 

Smith Preserve (town forest 

trails).  The KCT Trail Camera 

is designed to respond to mo-

tion and uses an infrared flash.  

The photos are of quite high 

quality.  During an initial testing 

period we will use it to assess 

the people traffic on the trails, 

and will repeat this from time to 

time.  We are hoping to capture 

wildlife in various locations along 

the trails and in the adjacent 

woods.  If this works well, we 

will consider launching a project 

with the Trust in Our Children 

program and support wildlife 

monitoring research.  During the 

initial testing period over the 

week of November 22nd, over 

100 photos of hikers, hunters, 

bikers, and wildlife were col-

lected.

The fifth graders will remember seeing the 

boat that Taylor Swift rode in for her 

video perhaps most vividly, but the walk 

out to Stage Island was also spectacular as 

was being able to see the Whale Bone 

Arbor. 

 

Each trip was surrounded by special mo-

ments, and none of these memories could 

have been created with out our incredible 

volunteers!  We are so fortunate to have 

such dedicated and energetic volunteers 

who offer their time and expertise to 

these kids to ensure that their trips go off 

with out a hitch. 

 

The overwhelming responses from the 

students are what make us realize the 

importance and the vitality of this program.  

From the moment they file off the bus with 

exclamations about last yearõs trip and 

what they remember, it is obvious that 

Trust in our Children is making a lasting 

impression.
